Signs and symptoms

Unexplained weight loss

Headaches, often with early morning vomiting

Swelling or presistent pain in the bones, joints

back,or Legs

Lump or swelling, especially in the abdomen,

neck, or armpits

Excessive bruising, bleeding, or rash

A whitish color behind the pupil
Nausea that persists or vomiting without
